As you experiment and explore searching for OER, you will likely find that many resources are found on a few common websites. These sites are called repositories and they work as a collection system: They find different resources and classify, organize, and tag them by a variety of means. They can be classified by type (document, game, simulation, video lecture, textbook, full courses, images, audio files, and more), subject area (math, science, social studies), level (primary, secondary, postsecondary), and conditions of use. The conditions of use will tell you how you can use material in a collection according to the license its creator has chosen. 

Many repository websites curate OER materials. OER Commons is a repository particularly useful to adult educators because it has added adult education (AE) to its “grade level” filter. This has a twofold effect: 
1. You can search for materials reviewed and identified as appropriate for adult learners, and 
2. You can review and evaluate other OER and tag (mark) them as appropriate for adult learners. 

Searching for resources on a repository site is a little different from using Google. The next page links to a short tutorial from OER Commons on how to search that site. 

Note: The focus for this activity is OER Commons, but you are encouraged to explore other repository sites (see the resources section for some suggestions).
